Institutional set-up for liquidity risk management

The Company has instituted Asset Liability Management Policy (Policy) under which the Asset Liability Management
Committee (ALCO) has been set up for oversight of Asset Liability Management (ALM), including liquidity risk management.

(i) Board-which provides the overall direction for the Policy and framework.

(ii) Risk Management Committee - comprises of two Independent Directors, one Non - Executive, Nominee Director, the
Chief Executive Officer (CEQ) and the Chief Risk Officer (CRO). It monitors and evaluates risks associated with the business of

(iii) ALCO- comprises of a Non - Executive, Nominee Director, Chief Executive Officer (CEO), Chief Financial Officer (CFO),
Chief Risk Officer (CRO) and Chief Business Officer (CBO). It is a decision making body responsible for strategic management

(iv) Asset Liability Management Support Group-which consists of operating staff from Risk, Accounts and Treasury group,

who analyse/monitor liquidity profile, limits & report to ALCO.

(v) Finance Committee - comprises of CEO, CFO and CRO which is authorised to borrow monies through various instruments
permitted by RBI, and it monitors treasury related operations of the Company.

(vi) Treasury Group-which is ALM support group and is responsible for fund raising, maintain appropriate liquidity buffers,
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
